Here are the key upcoming construction activities over the next two weeks:

e Replacement of the sanitary sewer from just south of the Queensway to Hawthorne
Avenue;

e Construction of the retaining wall at Immaculata High School; and,

e Installation of the shaft just south of Lees

Traffic

As planned, the northbound lanes from Clegg Street to Lees Avenue were closed on the evening
of May 24", As with most construction projects, the first few weeks are busy with drivers
adjusting their commute. We thank you for your ongoing patience. The City is monitoring the
situation closely and will take steps to ensure speeding and illegal behaviour is dealt with.

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Please be advised that Main Street from Greenfield Avenue to Echo Drive will be completely
closed to traffic from June 15 to June 19, 2015. The Main Street northbound lane (from
Greenfield Avenue to Echo Drive) will remain closed for this construction season. Additionally,
the Main Street northbound lane (from Hawthorne Avenue to Greenfield Avenue) will be closed

after June 19, 2015.
